Our city recently had a similar request go before our Sign Board of Adjustments. It was to allow a builder to post an off-premise temporary sign, although it had a concrete base and masonry columns. The SBA denied it but the applicant appealed to Council. Council approved the request via a resolution that determined the length of time the sign was permitted to exist. One idea that was played with but never included in the resolution was making the length of existence based on a specified percentage of built homes in the subdivision.

B. For new residential development, temporary subdivision signs shall be permissible, for the marketing of the residential subdivision, subject to the following provisions: 
1.  Signs shall be a maximum size of 64 square feet with no more than two support posts.
2.  Signs shall be no taller than 20 feet.
3.  Only one sign shall be located at an entrance to the subdivision, with a maximum of two signs allowed per residential subdivision.
