In cities I’ve worked for in the past, we would notify all property owners and tenants that owned property, businesses or residences that abutted the street proposed for name change.  We also included a number of other agencies as well, to let them know about the impending change. These included police and fire, post office, 911, school districts, solid waste contractors, county voter registrar, franchise utility companies, and county tax and appraisal districts.

In the City of Dallas, the street name change process requires three separate public hearings. First is the Subdivision Review Committee, which must make a recommendation to the City Plan Commission. Second, the City Plan Commission hears the request, and must make a recommendation to the City Council. Lastly, the City Council hears the item and makes the final decision. All of this is outlined in Sections 51A-9.300 – 9.309 of the Dallas Development Code.
 

Section 51A-9.306 of the Dallas Code requires the following notifications:

 

1) Legal notice in the official newspaper 15 days prior to the Subdivision Review Committee, 30 days prior to the City Plan Commission, and 15 days prior to the City Council scheduled meetings. Staff typically double-notices the Subdivision Review Committee and the City Plan Commission meetings on the same notice, but it is not required.

2) Written notice to the abutting property owners as ownership appears on the last approved ad valorem tax roll; deadlines the same as the legal notice. Only property owners along the street to be renamed receive a notice; the notice includes a support or opposition opinion area. Section 51A-9.307 details how the responses are to be calculated.

3) Notification signs along the street to be renamed, deadlines the same as the legal notice.

The City of Dallas has processed several street name change requests this year, and I’ve handled all of them. I’d be happy to answer any questions in more detail. My contact information follows.

The City of League City notifies property owners by mailed letter who have property on the street OR adjoining the street and frequently use the street. Other than posting the item on the agenda, this is the only notification to the public. There are two public hearings held - one at the Planning and Zoning Commission and another at City Council.

For proposed street name changes the City of Wichita Falls typically notifies all property owners that have frontage along the street regardless of whether they are addressed on the street.  We supply a reply form that they can mark: "in-favor", "opposed", or "no-opinion."  We forward these to the City Council to review during the meeting that the ordinance is reviewed.  There is a $500 fee unless the Council is proposing the change.  Hope this helps.

The following is a copy of our Street Name Change Policies and Procedures:
Street Name Change Policy and Procedures:
 

1.      Prior to filing an application for a street name change with the Planning and Development Department, the applicant is encouraged to first discuss same with: 

· The Fire Department - to insure the appropriateness, feasibility, and availability of the selected new name.

· Transportation Public Works Department - to obtain a preliminary cost estimate for which the applicant will be liable to assume, as a basis for reimbursing the City for labor and material costs     regarding street sign removal and replacement, etc.

 

2.     The Development Department will process the application request for name changes by: 
b. Reviewing the application for completeness, including required exhibit attachments, concurring signatures of adjoining affected property owners (must have signatures of all property owners or we cannot process the application), and receipt of filing fee.

c. Notifying all departments and franchised utility companies, thru normal distribution procedures, of the requested change.

d. Preparing and mailing a written notice to property owners, along both sides of the affected street.  Said notice shall extend from street intersection to street intersection.  The notice shall include a map clearly depicting the location and extent of the name change.

e. Schedule an appropriate City Council date in which Council can hear the case. A 15-day public notice posting is required (both on the City bulletin board, mailing notification, and web site).

f. Prepare an M&C for circulation and review by the Budget, Finance, Legal and City Manager’s Offices.

 

3.      TPW shall, after receipt of Council approval action (from the City Secretary’s Office) notify and request payment receipt from the applicant of all estimated City sign change costs.  

4.      Upon receipt of the applicant’s fee payment, TPW shall notify its Sign Shop to proceed with sign(s) replacement, and coordinate same with its Traffic Engineering Division, as to any associated speed limit or ordinance modifications. 

5.         The Fire Department shall, upon receipt of the approved Council M&C, notify the Tarrant County ‘911’ system, TAD, City and Development Department GIS, United States Parcel Service, TXU, ATMOS Energy, and AT&T (SBC).
