City of Fort Worth:  3.502 Notice
B. Posted Notice  The City Manager or a designee shall direct the erection of at least one sign upon each property proposed to be rezoned.  Where possible, such sign or signs shall be located in a conspicuous place or places upon such property at a point or points nearest any right-of-way, street, roadway or public thoroughfare adjacent to such property.  

1. Such sign(s) shall be so erected not less than ten days before the date set for public hearing before the Zoning Commission.  Any such sign or signs shall be removed subsequent to the occurrence of either final action by the City Council or withdrawal of the application for amendment.  

2. Such sign(s) shall substantially indicate that a zoning amendment is proposed and shall further set forth that additional information can be acquired by telephoning the number indicated thereon.  

3. The erection and/or the continued maintenance of any such sign(s) shall not be deemed a condition precedent to the holding of any public hearing, to the recommendation concerning or adoption of any proposed zoning amendment or to any other official action concerning any such amendment. 

Additional Comment: Signs are the size of a typical real estate sign (2x3?) and our Dept. of Transportation and Public Works posts reusable metal signs.  No additional fee is required.

The City of San Angelo charges a $37.50 sign deposit for all zone changes & conditional uses.  $25.00 of that amount is refundable so long as the sign is retrievable.  For properties with large acreages, we sometimes charge for 2 or 3 signs, whatever is appropriate to properly post notice to residents.  The Planner assigned to the case places the sign out at the property, generally when they go out to photograph the property.  A sample notification letter for our city is attached to this email, as well as our deposit refund form.
