cant contributions to planning. The program is intended to augment and not replicate the awards program of the Texas Chapter.
The Midwest Section Planning Awards will be presented at the annual holiday banquet on December 9th, adding to the excite-
ment of the traditional end-of-year activities.

Awards Jury
A committee of Section members will serve as the Awards Jury. All awards shall be made as the sole discretion of the Jury.

Eligibility
Planning Projects that have been completed during the period of November 2004 through October 2005 are eligible for consid-
eration during the awards competition. There are three categories of awards:

> Planning Advocate Award
Recognition of an outstanding appointed commissioner or elected official who has demonstrated support for the planning
process through their efforts.

> Student Project Award
Recognition of an outstanding research or planning project by an individual or team of students in an accredited planning
program. A Masters or Doctorial Thesis is an acceptable submission.

> Project Planning Award
Recognition of an outstanding plan, study, or project that may be specific or comprehensive in nature and addresses develop-
ment issues of an area, city, county, or region.

Project Selection Criteria
The Awards Jury in its consideration of award nominations may use elements of the following criteria. However, not all of these
criteria will apply to every nomination.

e Innovation
Originality of concept or appreciable refinement of existing techniques or procedures.

e Transferability
Potential application to other planning areas, locations, or projects.

e  Quality

Excellence of thought, analysis, writing, graphics, and presentation.

e Implementation
Effectiveness of achieving intended results.

e Comprehensiveness
Application of planning principals, taking into account the broad effects of the project or activity on other public objectives.

e  Accomplishments
The scope of achievements and the level of effort put forth by the planning advocate to promote the planning process.

Award Presentation
The Section Director will notify all award honorees and invite them to attend the annual holiday banquet in December 9, 2005.

Application

Any member of the Midwest Section, Texas APA may submit a nomination for any of the award categories. The nomination
procedure is intended to be brief so that the emphasis is placed on the quality of the project rather than complicating the proce-
dure with long written summary statements.
